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Rabbi’s Message
r—'.—-‘ A birthday is a simcha, a joyous occasion. Were you born
= in 1948? If you were, you were born in the same year as
the State of Israel. You are 63 and so is she. We will cele-
brate Yom Ha-atzmaut, Israel’s Independence Day, on
Sunday, May 8 with our Annual Parade through the temple
neighborhood. Step-off will be no later than 9:30
a.m. The one-mile parade will be lead by a Mayfield
Heights Police Motorcycle. We will walk slowly, wave
flags and sing songs. We hope to have a couple of convertibles for those who
cannot walk the parade route. Absolutely everyone is invited to participate. If
it is raining, we will celebrate inside our shul.

These are challenging times for Israel and for the entire Jewish people. Too
often, Israel is delegitimized on college campuses and in cocktail party conver-
sations. I hope it is only because such people do not know the history. If they
knew the history, they would have a natural support for Israel. Here are some
important historical factors to consider.

In 1920, following the defeat of the Turks, the collapse of the Ottoman Em-
pire, and the peace conferences after World War I, the British Mandate for Pal-
estine was created by the League of Nations. The Mandate was international
recognition for the stated purpose of “establishing in Palestine a national home
for the Jewish people.”

Over the next 28 years, the British administered the Mandate. On November
29, 1947, the U.N. passed General Assembly Resolution 181 which sought to
divide Palestine into two states -- one Arab and one Jewish. Jerusalem was to
be designated an international city administered by the U.N. The Jewish com-
munity was not entirely satisfied with the partition plan, however, we accepted
the plan. The Arab League and Arab Higher Committee was not entirely satis-
fied with the partition plan and rejected it.

At midnight, Jerusalem time, on May 14, 1948, (5 Iyar 5708) the Provisional
Government of Israel proclaimed the new State of Israel. The United States
announced its recognition only 11 minutes later, thus becoming the first coun-
try to recognize the new state. The very next day, Israel was attacked by the
armies of Egypt, Jordan, Syria, Lebanon and Iraq. Miraculously, Israel won
the war. Throughout her turbulent history, Israel has sought to negotiate peace
treaties with her Arab neighbors. Israel successfully negotiated a peace treaty
with Egypt in 1979, and a peace treaty with Jordan in 1994. Israel accepts the
right of Palestinians to have a state of their own. And she is ready to make
peace, as long as the Palestinian state behaves peacefully. Do you remember
when Israel, in September 2005, removed all the Israelis living in Gaza? Israel
left in the hopes that the Palestinians would be a peaceful neighbor. The Pal-
estinians elected Hamas as its government and Hamas consistently launches
rockets into southern Israel. Israel defends herself and continues to search for
serious negotiating partners among the Palestinians and others within the Arab
and Muslim world.
