On
Yom Kippur, there will be a truck with volunteers in the parking lot ready to receive your bags filled with non-
perishables. This is a “teachable moment” for your children and grandchildren, nieces and nephews. Take them with you
for “tzedakah shopping.” Let them search your food pantry and fill the bag.

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Rabbi’s Message
r_""j Please consider these two items of wisdom, as the New

Year 5772 approaches, and as we reflect upon our obliga-
tions to ask forgiveness from others and grant forgiveness
to others: (1) Avoid using the words "always" and
"never." (2) Life's transitions are difficult.

First, the words "always" and "never" should be avoided
when you speak words to someone with whom you are in
an emotional disagreement. In other words, always avoid using never, and nev-
er use always. Please, for the sake of your relationships with others, speak
words of gratitude and kindness, and avoid saying "you always..." and "you
never..." in an arguement. You will find the discussion will go more smoothly,
even if the topic is prickly.

(2) Transitions are difficult to manage and every transition in life is filled with
emotions. (Even if the transition is more than one year old.) Keep in mind, the
person with whom you are speaking is trying to deal with powerful emotions.
Try to put yourself in the shoes of the person with whom you are angry. As
Rabbi Hillel taught 2,000 years ago, "judge not thy fellow until thou art come
into his place." (Pirke Avot 2: 5)

Consider this year's transitions: Some of us are sending off a child to college.
Some of us have become widows after 69 years. Some of us have become wid-
owers after 30 years. Some of us are adjusting to married life. Some of us are
adjusting to being divorced. Some of us are adjusting to parenthood. Some of
us are in the "sandwich generation" and are coping with taking care of aging
parents. Some of us have lost a mother... or lost a father... or a sibling... or a
child... this past year. Some of us are trying to stay "on the wagon" as we face
each day. The life transitions are innumerable.

As the High Holy Days approach, how well have we done? When we consider
our deeds on the scales of justice, do they tip in the direction of our evil deeds
or our good deeds? Each day, we are given chances to spin out golden threads
from the raw straw of our lives. How? Look deeply and sincerely within your-
self.

The rabbis of old taught that after God expelled Adam and Eve from the Gar-
den of Eden, He caused a deep sleep to come over them. Then God called a
council of the heavenly hosts and said to them, "when My children awake, they
will soon realize that they are no longer god-like and divine, and they will go
in search of their divinity. Tell me angels, where shall I hide this divine quali-
ty?" The angels suggested, "hide it upon the highest mountain." However, God
said, "soon My children will scale the mountain peaks and find it there." The
angels then suggested, "hide it in the ocean depths, they will not find it." But
again God spoke, "soon My children will probe the ocean depths and find it
there." After a long pause the angels spoke in one voice, "Master of the Uni-
verse, hide their divinity -- their finest quality -- within themselves, for that is
the last place they will go in search of it!"
